In September 2012 I was invited to Taibon Agordino (BL) at the Dolomiti Contemporanee residency, to produce a 
work for an exhibition about its citizens.

La Taibonera is a popular song born in the streets of Taibon Agordino around the first half of the 20th century. 
So many among the inhabitants don’t know the lyrics, if not about its existence. On the evening of Semptember 
5th, together with Aldo, Andrea, Bepi, Claudio, Nicolò and Renato, we rebuilt the lyrics, rearranged, sang and 
recorded the song. La Taibonera is an audio portrait of this village, and a trace of its nearby history.
